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Abstract. The article analyzes the phenomenon of ownership in its legal, economic, political and
philosophical perspectives. Ownership is considered as an opportunity and as a guarantee of
sustainable development. Comparative context is used to identify the specificity of the bourgeois
model of owners’ power (social state) and the domestic concept of power-ownership (including
socialist state). The author draws conclusions about ways to overcome the competition between the
state and the market for the human resource and proposes to explore the ideological provision of
power-ownership in order to appreciate its progressive potential and predilection in relation to the
liberal model of social development.

The “decade under the sign of the great victories of Russia” awaiting us promises another
breakthrough in the standard of living, that is why the issue of the state power attitude to the
economy and common sense becomes actual again — as a version of the eternal Russian
question “who is to blame?” The key point of discussions about the balance of divine and
Caesarean is still the concept (and understanding) of property: as a fact, law, privilege and
guarantee. The study of power-ownership involves at least two approaches. The positivist
one — the construction of an abstract-mental structure based on a mechanistic mixture of
components — and the "Spinozist" one, in which power-ownership is causa sui, and the study
of its manifestations serves to reconstruct the whole. The second option (with all its ambiguity
and thanks to it) seems to us to be less tendentious and therefore more preferable, since
positivism is fraught, as M. Thatcher said, with "dangerous over-simplifications."

If we consider learning and assimilation as a manifestation of the process of cognition,
then appropriation means the possibility (but not always the ability) to use. In our opinion,
power is a kind of ownership-opportunity ideal, for domination seeks total isolation and
sovereignty in it. In the classical triad of powers, ownership is the most general and therefore
the most controversial. The bourgeoisie strove for its legal consolidation, declaring ownership
to be an absolute right. Use (exploitation) and consumption are dynamic, variable, particular
moments, while ownership is the whole with respect to them, and the powers of ownership
presuppose the permissibility of use and consumption. However, ownership can be regarded
both as a fact and as an act of isolation, lasting in time (owning and even taking possession).
The uncertainty and indefiniteness of the content gives out a plurality of interpretations: for
example, ownership of land, peasants and ownership of power itself. Thus, it will be the right
thing to believe that ownership is mainly the right to arbitrary rule.

In this context, it is indicative how the Hegelian concept of property as alienated in the
object (objectified) will is more categorical than Brissot-Proudhonian “La propriété, c'est le vol”
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and even the norms of domestic criminal law. The comment to Art. 158 of the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation means under the theft "unlawful seizure of property and (or) the
conversion of another's property in favor of the guilty or other persons that caused damage to
the owner or other holder of this property” [1]. The Plenum of the Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation in Decree of December 27, 2002 No. 29 “About judicial practice in cases
of theft, robbery and brigandage” clarifies the moment of the theft completion, indicating that
“theft and robbery are considered completed if the property is seized and the perpetrator has
a real opportunity to use it at his/her own discretion (for example, to turn stolen property in
his /her favor or in favor of other persons, to deal with it for mercenary ends)”. Legal norms, as
we see, pretty much confuse the process of theft qualification, in the first case, linking it
without fail with some damage to the owner, and in the second — mentioning some real
(present, supposed, but feasible?) possibility of using the property. All of the above confirms
that the absoluteness of the right of ownership, no matter how rigidly and specifically it is fixed
in the laws, is more than relative and attributable to the political will of the authorities (as
evidenced, in particular, by the nuances of judicial practice).

The above arguments cast doubt on the liberal paradigm, whose followers suggest that
an economy freed from administrative bonds will freely develop in the legal field of inviolable
ownership. Nevertheless, who will create the legal field, if not the legislative bodies of the state?
This is the unhealthy duality of any liberalism (including economic one); it is groundless by
itself. The conservative is rooted in faith and ideology, the democrat in the moral sense of the
nation, while the liberal is seeking legal support; he has the most power-dependent position.
That is why it is precisely the liberals who easily transform into inveterate singers of the
sovereign colossus where conservatives and democrats still have a chance not to betray
themselves or the people they represent. The clearest confirmation is the famous phrase of
P.Milyukov: “As long as the legislative power, that controls the budget, exist in Russia, the
Russian opposition will remain the opposition of His Majesty, and not to His Majesty.”

So, ownership as a development potential, framed by the liberal legislative orbit,
eventually mutates into a format when, first, the so-called intellectual products become an
object of ownership, then — informational occasions, after that — body parts (fashionable hips,
buttocks, etc. insurance), and ultimately human life (disputes about euthanasia and
emtanasia). The notorious equality of opportunity naturally turns into a cultivation of
inequality of the most vulgar character, where the very fact of owning something
(Kardashian’s logic: to earn by selling the body belongings) is already a reason for generating
income. The result is a culture-destroying hysteria of consumption, emergence of show elite
and even show power [2], cultivation of social discord and intolerance. It is a half-step from
such economic liberalism to socio-anthropological diagnostics (M. Richmond) and the
genetics of poverty, and not so far from the ideas of racial superiority. One can not but recall
“humanist” Chubais: “Well, let thirty million die out, they do not fit into the market”, and
terrorist Savinkov: “If the louse in your shirt shouts to you that you are a flea, go outside and
kill!”

The saddest thing is that the modern Russian ex-liberals, who have changed on the go
(and now, as usual, they are “born conservatives” and all-time statesmen), in indomitable
attacks of prohibitive rule-making, implement the liberal tactics they curse of constructing the
social state on the foundation of law supremacy (or, more rigorously, dictatorship). As I.Pantin
rightly remarked, Russian democracy was anti-liberal, and liberalism was anti-democratic.
Probably because the liberal votes for the formal recognition of equality, and the democrat —
for its implementation (as O. Mamedov writes very accurately in his article about equality and
equal rights in the economy [3]).

In the normative balance of isolation (possession) and adaptation (use and disposal),
the use with limiting arbitrary disposal can still restrain the right abusing, but delegation and
expansion of authority to use (determine the legal fate), accelerating exchange processes,



provokes general mercantilism, inevitably intensifying afterwards this aggression of
acquisition. The expansion of administrative powers engender (but does not strengthen) the
caste of timeservers in the state mechanism. They hunger for wealth, but are unlikely to own it.
That is why there is swamp stability of the unsteady duckweed of lordly mercy and the
constancy of one-time use, the dominance of the project approach in politics and economy.
Trying to regulate the distribution of goods exclusively legally, the state sacrifices its sacred
status. Time partially ennobles the market, smoothing out the spontaneity of lawlessness with
legal limits outwardly, but formalism accelerates the degradation of regulatory methods. Thus,
quasi-economic relations with the state have been brought to the point of absurdity in a
pro-American institution of plea bargain (pre-trial agreement on cooperation — paragraph 61
of article 5 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of the Russian Federation). More flexible and
unscrupulous economy begins to compete successfully with the state for power by definition.
The most obvious evidence is the growth of corruption, bribery of officials, that is, a purely and
deliberately economic resolution of social and state problems.

Unlike ownership-opportunity, ownership as a guarantee is perhaps the most powerful
democratizer of relations. Such an interpretation is harmoniously combined with the
averaging (by default) potential of the economy. It is all about the nature of the guarantee. In
the West, comfort is ensured mainly by legal guarantees, while in the USSR, social guarantees
existed legally, but, more importantly, ideologically (there are no strange children, protection
of motherhood and childhood, respect for war and labor veterans).

Giving out property to conditionally sovereign owners, the government refuses the
mission of a guarantor of exchange relations, falling to the role of an arbiter. The average
citizens demand from the authorities guarantees of inviolability on the basis of negative
regulation (everything is allowed which is not forbidden), meanwhile looking for a lot of legal
ways to circumvent bans for the sake of increasing income (grueling, raiding, financial
pyramids and other forms of jobbery). The state, providing indulgence to the market element,
fuels centrifugal tendencies in society. Owners, who have something to lose, are forced to play
politics in one way or another in order to be closer to power, and even better in power (the
result is bourgeois revolutions in the West countries in the 16™-19% centuries). The state,
forced in its turn to serve the interests of the owners politicized by it, will fall to populism by
perforce: either in a pseudo-democratic or totalitarian format. It is more accurate to call policy
totalitarian exactly where it has become a matter of the masses, and the publicity of power is
felt not as a distant parting from the people, but as accessibility for general viewing and use.
We can speak about textbook totalitarianism (in essence: not Stalinism at all!) when the
heathen temple of politics is turned into a brothel with a strict master, a crowd of user visitors
and an ideology of satisfying demands.

Not every value has its price, and the more values are included in the commodity
circulation, the faster society degrades. Commodity metabolism digests a person into masses.
“On consumer illusions, as if on a dare, has matured and risen the worldview of the expanding
and falling new human community — the mass, this nutrient medium for the middle-class
prevailing today” — lamented E. Lampert.

The expansion of political rights (the so-called “activist political culture”) is the shortest
path for the degradation of the people to the electorate, from the source of power to the
resource of political technologists. It is a paradox: the masses consider themselves the owners
of power, while the power controls their moods and lives almost completely, and (in the words
of J. Ortega y Gasset) "most people are not able to make any effort other than a forced
reaction to external necessity” [4] . The masses are a bourgeois concept, a new kind of raw
material, impersonal people; they are both the subject of study and the justification of
positivism in the social sciences. The phrase of K. Marx [5] about the “scientific service” for
capitalism is remarkable: “Mentally, theoretically, they do not go beyond those limits which
philistinism does not pass over in real life”.



It is hardly logical to speak of an “average slave” (slavery is a tragic fate, it may be
common, but it is not typical). But “office plankton” is a statistically measurable and quite real
substance, a conglomerate of unicellular managers. In the words of E. Ilyenkov, “professional
cretinism here turns not only into a fact, but also into a virtue, into a norm, even into a kind of
ideal, into a principle of a person formation, which everyone tries to comply with, so as not to
plunge to the very bottom of society, not become a simple unskilled blue-collar "[6].

Philistinism is a sign of capitalism, modus vivendi of small owners with small interests.
Note that even A. Herzen brilliantly outlined the declassifying vector of the market society
involution (“there are wealthy and indigent bourgeois”), where the difference in incomes does
not negate the dominants of mercantile interest in both of them. “Philistinism is the last word
of civilization based on the unconditional autocracy of property” (A. Herzen). Compare:
“through the soul of the proletariat, philistinism was preparing to win the last victory: to
become humanity” (G. Fedotov). According to Herzen, there is a danger of socialism
degenerating into philistinism [7], and this prophecy was tragically confirmed in the consumer
sentiment of the perestroika era, fueled by artificial food shortages. Now we still can observe
philistine attraction of "northern socialism" in prosperous Scandinavian countries.

“Modern societies, with the anarchist structure of their cooperation system, are fully
committed to compulsory norms. The norms of ownership and contractual submission
constitute the soul of capitalism” — A. Bogdanov wrote [8]. Undoubtedly, the West has
received a centuries-old head start in terms of decorating the economy with a one-sided legal
consciousness. However, legal consciousness (just loyalty in fact) does not stand the test, for
example, by the migrant crisis. The so-called public control on the part of small owners is able
to curb the presumptuous power at best, and even that by hardly civilized means, since
indignant citizens are more likely to go to rallies of protest, but not to court. The effectiveness
of control directly depends on the satiety of citizens, in other words, on the quantity and
availability of resources. As soon as philistine interests begin to suffer, the street-protest
scenario will be repeated (also, by the way, the product of “color revolutions” export),
colorless and equally massively faceless. In this regard, it is extremely amusing to compare the
bourgeois protest in the form of an “Italian strike” and the Komsomol “inside out strike”
against Gasilovism (V. Lipatov “And this is all about him”): how striking is the contrast in the
understanding and awareness of their personal and their own by Western workers and Soviet
people!

The economy is rarely inspiring, but always compelling. The economic niche is akin to
the ecological one, a place in the food chain where (unlike nature) everyone strives to become
a predator. Perhaps, the economy is intended to be extensive to the same extent as the state -
to condense to a dictatorship. Intensity of the economy is just a way to overcome the resource
crisis (or prevent it) by more lean use: remember the immortal Brezhnev’s time "economy
should be economical”. However, new perspectives and fields of activity will open eventually,
creating vacuum that will be absorbed by the economy expanding in this direction: this
natural-exchange process develops along the gradient of goods concentration. Hence the raw
material wars, imperialist monopoly, and globalism follow. The only question is how widely
they understand "their own" (within the limits of inheritance, country or planet). The goal is
one — universalism, when everything is consumed where it is produced. Relations with other
countries (especially trade ones) are nothing more than a means to expand the limits of “one's
own” and satisfy the instinct of greed. Moreover, the principle of subsistence economy serves
as a guarantee of the temporary preservation of the appropriated, a kind of springboard for
expanding the scale.

The state, on the contrary, exploits its a priori limited resources as intensively as possible:
regulatory and legal (sometimes bringing legislation to a repressive absurdity) and human
(violating human rights by prohibitions and restrictions). The economy of bureaucratic
arbitrariness in this perspective is the most intense and therefore unnatural, predatory: before



the expiration of powers, the temporary kings need to use all provided enrichment
opportunities as much as possible.

The criterion of inalienability is perhaps most valuable in understanding the meaning of
ownership. Power is immanent to the state, compensatoryness to the economy, human dignity
to people (“life to the Motherland, honor to nobody!”). The inclusion of a person in this triad is
necessary, because the state and the economy always desperately compete for the right to
possess human capital. The fact of exploitation is difficult to identify and calculate by
economic methods: because value is created only by humans, not by cattle or robots. This
means that exploitation is more likely (a)social and (a)moral, because it is unfair and
encroaches on a fundamentally inalienable things. To realize such an encroachment you do
not need legal awareness, a moral feeling is enough.

The direction of the economy and the state development is determined precisely by the
human factor. It is possible to regulate the enrichment of the rich and the impoverishment of
the poor, to deepen the gulf of inequality and create conditions for exploitation by laws. We
emphasize that the reverse trends (reduction of inequality, etc.) are alive not only due to
uniform legislation, but they need serious economic support. The right to use-exploit is
determined by a hopeless situation — the very realm of necessity, which can be supported in
various ways, and the political one is the simplest of them. One way or another, the causes of
economic crises lie in unsuccessful reforms, their legal regulation and other acts of politics [9].
Therefore, to talk about the independence of the economy from state regulation means to
allow the coexistence and competition of two monsters, each of which tends to total
assimilation. Then the state regulation is better than the wild market: one monster is better
than two.

Let us turn to the power-ownership and its Russian version. As long as the state has the
initial rights to power, their persistent legal consolidation raises doubts about the capability of
the administrative apparatus. M. Heidegger rightly remarked: the will to unconditional
security reveals only complete insecurity [10]. In our opinion, the phenomenon of
power-ownership is not in the appropriation of power by people (and, as a consequence, in its
abuse): this trend is international; it is enough to recall the "iron law of the oligarchy" by
R.Michels. The Russian tradition is different — it is an idea appropriating a person to itself, and
therefore, in our opinion, the triad of the “owner’s” powers is interpreted somewhat differently:
appropriation (disposal), dealing (use) and, finally, assimilation (possession). Power as a
burden of responsibility and, actually, a burden of damnation, because the root of the idea of
power is the need for concrete actions, which means the inevitability of evil. It is noteworthy:
the merciless Peter [, who proclaimed himself to be the first of the servants of the Fatherland, is
still revered as the Great, and much less cruel Nicholas II ("master of the Russian land") got the
nickname Bloody from his contemporaries. The greater is the scope of authority, the less
distinguishable are freedom and necessity, and freedom becomes a deliberate necessity. Thus,
the domestic concept of power-ownership is an ideological category [11]. In addition, how
stupid it is to complain of dependence on one’s own calling or talent, it is just as sinful to
reproach service in hardships.

Since the time of Ivan the Terrible, tsarism had arrogated to itself the religious function
of establishing the Divine order (therefore, power was more often condemned in Russia than
life or mores). “The beginning of the ownership right inviolability for a Christian has full right
and significance only in relation to the property of others, and in his personal life he renounces
this right in the name of higher interests”, — wrote V. Ekzemplyarsky [12]. The Christian
paradigm of ownership regulation concentrated the autocrat’s powers: he knew better what to
do, by agreement or by conscience. In this sense, the authorities and people in Russia might
have had and still are having “bonds”, namely, the fundamental unreliability of any legal
guarantees. They had to hope for grace, but it might not have descended (an example is
“serfdom, which replaced the national duty for the people with a private economic yoke,” —



G.Fedotov). Historically, Russian law has been characterized by an uncertain status of both
rich and poor, hence the vagueness of the rights protection regulation and the absence of
classes in the classical, Marxist sense.

The difference in the social system of Russia, as we believe, was a mass of apolitical
people, power belonging by vocation (almost a class principle) and by faith (paternalism),
hence the original synthesis of the ideas of the peasant tsar and the noble sovereign. Selection
and choice (especially elections) are not identical. The mission of power-ownership is to allot
blessings with grace, but not always — in accordance with the law. In Russia, it is more
important to support the idea of the nation than the idea of the state. That is why the
autocracy needed the communities so much to maintain the inviolability of the social system.
Property was never thought of as truly private, but it always correlated with a collective unit: a
princely family, a royal family, a landlord or merchant family, a peasant community, a
collective farm, and a party. The collective owner must live and act by faith, and not in
accordance with selfish interests (Stalin's words “party cannot be mistaken”).

The existence of domestic statehood has so far been determined by the fact that the
authorities took care of transforming the population into a nation with a common faith and
mission. Note: in the USSR, they spoke not so much about protecting the state as the social
system. Now it is the state and even its individually defined head that is our everything. During
perestroika and subsequent timelessness, the ruling elite decided exclusively on issues of
personal enrichment, and, accordingly, the establishment of status differences and barriers
between themselves and the conquered people. In spite of superficial neo-monarchist
analogies, it is more accurate to speak about the power of large owners in Russia (but it is
characteristic, that property is again more clan-corporate than private), moreover, about
economically mediocre dominance, and more likely about rhetorical lordliness rather than
“wild nobility".

According to M. Lifshitz, classes and parties, guided by the calculations of bourgeois
"real politics”, often lack precisely realism. There are many reactionary utopians among their
ruling elite. Modern "effective managers" manage the economy as if everything available
(including people called the population and the electorate) was the raw material for
production and sale. This is a cross between colonial and occupational management styles.
The failures (quite predictable) of the “may be” reforms based on the “anyhow” forecasts are
shamelessly attributed to the historically irresponsible fatalism of the market and international
sanctions. However, reforms are possible, if they are supported by the trust of the people and
the capacity of the authorities. In the absence of the first and with the doubt in the second,
citizens will increasingly demand a forced return to the point of harmonious archaic, "when the
kings grazed their cattle themselves" (which is manifested in mass USSR-nostalgia).

The fullness of power leads to its obesity. When the motives and methods of power
reproduction become economic ones, it is ugly, immoral and against people. The formal
success of old-fashioned management methods in Russia was, as a rule, fraught with collapse
and confusion, since this triumph signalized reduction of paternalism to cheap populism,
when the ruling regime uses the people as a crowd scene for their legitimization. Such feasts of
sovereign arrogance are harbingers of disasters; the crowd does not forgive the power
mistakes that it will inevitably make, having lost vigilance and moral guidelines. The confusion
after the Livonian war, the revolutions after the Russian-Japanese War and World War I
illustrate this trend [13]. Having lost a sense of reality, the regime itself generates causes and
symptoms that weaken it, closing the vicious circle of political errors and economic failures.

From the point of view of the optimal balance of power and ownership, the so-called
forms of public-private partnership are very interesting. The most archaic of them (feeding,
farming) are surprisingly tenacious in domestic practice. It is enough to recall the Shchedrin’s
character, Benevolensky — the “progressive” mayor of Glupov-town: “First law: every man
walks dangerously; let the tax-farmer bring his gifts” [14]. Is not it a manifesto of corruption?



On the other hand, why it is not a declaration of “social responsibility of business”? It is
obvious, that a vulgar understanding of power-ownership implies a “partnership” precisely in
a criminal sense and ultimately discredits it. An emphasis on the economic character (to the
detriment of the ideological one) can transform cooperation into collaboration and bring
loyalty to the political opposite. So, according to the witty remark of G. Fedotov about tsarist
Russia, “the merchants eagerly made donations to almshouses, theaters, and the Bolshevik
party” [15].

In addition to the vassal form of farming-isolation, socialization tactics are possible. In
the version of E. llyenkov, formal socialization of property is the completion of the of private
property idea, the emergence of general private property. We believe that the distinction
between "general private” and socialist property is carried out according to the priorities of
formal, actual and real socialization. The latter is immeasurably more complicated and it is not
completely determined either by the economy, or even less so by politics. Nevertheless, the
path itself in the Soviet development model was chosen correctly. Let us recall the classics:
“measures that economically seem insufficient and untenable, but which outgrow themselves
in the course of the development and are inevitable as a means of revolution in the whole
model of production” (Manifesto of the Communist Party [16]). “What is wrong in the formal
economic sense can be true in the world historical one” (F. Engels). “We found that degree of
combination of private interest, private commercial interest, verification and control of it by
the state, the degree of its subordination to common interests, which used to be a stumbling
block for many, many socialists” [17], claimed great Lenin.

Power may be popular, but the market is not related to humanism, the strongest one
survives there. It is possible that the contradictions between the productive forces and
production relations are exacerbated when the latter are determined and regulated
exclusively by the economy. The moral degradation of ownership relations contrasts with the
owners’ chic way of life (primarily those in power), and the contradiction is not resolved
automatically (by market means), but by the authority of the state or society (reforms or
revolution). S. Frank stated: “If private property was so easily, almost without resistance,
swept away in Russia by the whirlwind of socialist passions, it was only because the robbed
owners themselves ... were secretly convinced of the moral justice of the socialists’ goals” [18].
There is a curious parallel with the famous Décrets de ventdse of 1794, met in France by the
resistance of large owners and not understood by small owners.

The principles of commodity turnover, of course, depend little on the will of a single
person, and varieties of add-ons have been erected on an economic basis: from the American
high-tech to the modern Russian semi-criminal stations for reception and sale of recyclables.
The problems begin there and then, where and when being is ahead of consciousness and, the
unconscious imposes its own rules. Without proper intervention, the laws of economics are
like insurmountable urges and they are equally physiological in their manifestations: slow
evolution (even in bio format) leads, as a rule, to smaller forms.

The potential of the economy is compensatory, aimed at achieving equilibrium.
Equalization results in (in the words of Marx) "the envy of each smaller property to the larger”.
The political regime, providing distribution in the interests of the ruling class, on the contrary,
gives anti-gradient dynamics to economic relations and, as a result, controls social
stratification. The state, in contrast to the spontaneous forms of economic exchange, is
artificially established unnatural institution, alternative to the natural exchange of substances
and goods. The state is a kind of anti-entropic mechanism designed to restrain both the
fragmentation of property and the disintegration of the general truth into micro-truths of
philistines. The state, subjected to exclusively economic jurisdiction, is doomed to historical
stagnation. Moreover, if history is a form of human existence, the economy in it will be the
eternal temptation of a social organism flesh, which must be surpassed.



In the light of the above stated, it seems to us that power-ownership (as an ideological
substance) is more progressive than the power of the owners, since the stability of the latter is
supported by formal (and therefore positive-legal) guarantees. The power of the owners is
focused on the subject, giving priority to the protection of property (moreover, this mainly
becomes the concern of the owner). Is it not surprising that in a free market, mass financial
literacy refers to the skills in planning and optimizing household expenses, as well as the ability
of ordinary people to read text that is intentionally printed in smallest print in contracts?
Robespierre was truly right, when considered distrust to be the main virtue of a citizen! The
logical result of such distrust is again according to Robespierre: “there are two parties left in
the state: the people and their enemies” [19].

Power-ownership shifts the emphasis from the subject to relations, moral affiliation of
rights-guarantees to a person, respectively, preferring safety of rights to their guarding. The
vulnerability of this model is inversely proportional to the trust of citizens in power. Lenin
warned: “In order to achieve participation of the entire population in the cooperation through
NEP (new economic policy), this requires a whole historical era.” The absurdity is a variant of
the administrative-economic bureaucracy, when the state ignores or tries to ban the laws of
the economy: in this case, it is similar to an epic warrant officer who tried to stop the departing
train with a military command. At the same time, it is difficult to imagine that the state
suddenly abolishes itself by issuing a testament refusal and designating the abstract “civil
society” as the receiver. However, a Marxist scenario of the state disappearance as the people
grow culturally is quite possible in the coordinates of true power-ownership (remember the
calls for "culturalism” for the development of cooperation). In Lenin's wording: the system of
civilized cooperators with public ownership for the means of production, with the class victory
of the proletariat over the bourgeoisie — this is the system of socialism. Mastering the principle
of “own” will help to master ownership. When charting the paths to progress, it is impossible
to deny the simple laws of substances exchange, but it is also dangerous to neglect the role of
ideology and morality in the development of social relations (after all, the Weberian spirit of
capitalism is also alive by Protestant ethics). M. Lifshits spoke of “the sublimation of
egalitarianism to the height of revolutionary energy, armed with reason, theory, the light of
Leninist ideas” [20]. Meanwhile, we mention superation [21], during which labor must be
transformed from necessity into need, and then the communist principle of welfares
distribution will be implemented at last.

Given the context of the power reproduction in the Russian Federation, we think it
senseless to give any recipes for the recovery of the modern Russian economy (especially the
reorganization of ownership). One can only hope that the coming decade will not be marked
by the continuation of the crushing victories of power over their own people.
